3. Academic excellence will be the primary criterion used in determining the winner.  A 

minimum high school GPA of 2.5 is required.  Applicants must have a 2.75 GPA at the end 
of their second college semester. 

 
Due date for application, any portfolios, and transcripts is the third Friday in September.
