1. Students must be attending HCC full-time, pursuing an Associate of Arts degree or an
Associate of Science degree, with the goal of transferring to a four-year institution after
graduating from Highland.

2. Students must reside in Jo Daviess County, or have graduated from a high school in Jo
Daviess County (even if they no longer reside in JDC).

3. There is no GPA minimum for first-time applicants to this scholarship; instead, a student’s
potential for success and drive to maximize opportunities will be strongly considered.

4. Financial Need:
A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) or a copy of completed financial aid
application (FAFSA) must be on file at the Highland Community College Financial
Aid Office for the academic year of the application.
